• Avoid using harsh chemicals, steelwool, scouring 
pads or abrasive  sponges as they can scratch and 
damage.
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• Avoid products containing ammonia, bleach, or 
acidic substances (like lemon or vinegar in 
undiluted form), which can damage or discolor 
the faucet.

• Always clean immediately remove substances 
that cause discoloration, such as hair dye or nail 
polish remover.

• Never leave water, food, personal care products, 
or cleaning products sitting on the faucet for 
extended periods of time.

Ruvati faucets carry a 
5-year limited warranty for residential use.

Should you experience any defects in materials or 
workmanship within the warranty period, we will 
repair or replace the defective product, subject to the 
following conditions:

1. Ensure o-rings (4) are on the bottom of the faucet base (18). Attach the base 
(18) to the main body (1) by aligning the screw hole with the screw on the 
bottom of the main body (1). Insert the assembled body (1) through the 
center hole of the sink and secure it with gasket assembly (5) and tighten the 
lock nut (6) with adjustable wrench. (See image a)

   
2. Position the handle (3) with o-ring (4) in installation surface as shown and 

secure it with fixing kit (10,11,12,13) and tighten the screw (14) with 
screwdriver. Repeat the above steps for the other handle. Place T-joint washer 
(7) into T-joint (9) and tighten with T-joint nut (8) to secure it to the main body 
(1). Insert silicone buttons (17) into the socket screw on the back of each 
handle. (See image b)

3. Attach connector hoses (16) to handles (2,3) and T-joint (9). (See image c)

4. Connect hot and cold water inlet hoses (15) to the angle stops; tighten with a 
wrench (do not over-tighten). Remove the spout aerator (if present). Turn on the 
water supply and run hot and cold water for at least 1 minute to check for leaks.

    Do not over-tighten. (See image d)
